State Meeting General Information

This document it meant to assist you in planning for state meeting. The main objective for State Meeting is to make this a positive learning experience for the student members. 

( Registration
· State meeting registration must be postmarked on March 15, 2011. 

· Registrations postmarked after March 15, 2011 will incur a $100 fee for lat registrations/payments will be sent directly to the school’s superintendent. After 1, 2011 registrations will not be accepted. 

· There is a $38 fee for everyone attending state meeting except evaluators that are only attending for one day and their fee is $13. The one-day evaluator fee increased to cover the cost of their meal.

· The individual registration fee covers printing costs, Sunday dinner and Monday lunch, facility rental, speaker fees, supplies, security, etc. 

· The $25 chapter registration fee is required of all chapters. This is also used to cover the various expenses for state meeting. Additionally, the chapter registration fee covers the $5.00 Advisers in Action dues and the Monday evening meeting.

( Meals
· Sunday evening dinner and Monday lunch are included in the registration fee. They will be served in the Washington Room. 

· A cash breakfast line will be available on Monday and Tuesday mornings in the Ramkota. (cereal, bagels, juice, milk, fruit, granola bars will be for sale)

· Nametags will be used instead of meal tickets. Attendees will have their nametag marked as they go through the food line. Replacement nametags will be available in the Board Room at a cost of $5.00. An adviser or chaperone needs to request the replacement nametag.

( Evaluators
· Each chapter is responsible for providing a minimum of two evaluators. Advisers and students may NOT serve as an evaluator. 

· Provide the names of your evaluators and the events they would be most comfortable working in by March 15th.  See form on state website.

· If your chapter is unable to find an evaluator, you will be assessed a $45 fee to cover registration fees. The state will find an evaluator for you once payment is received.

(Workshops
· A variety of workshops will be offered for students. Please encourage them to attend. 

· Workshops will be offered on Sunday and Monday – depending on space available. 

· Consider completing the Workshop Application to present at state meeting. Applications are due March 10th and are located on the state website. 

· If you have students interested in demonstrating a STAR Event complete an application found on the state website and submit by March 10th. 

( Talent Show
· There will be a talent show again on Monday afternoon. If you have students interested in participating please complete the application found on the state website and submit by March 20th. 

(  FCCLA Choir

· Each chapter is invited to submit one member to participate in the FCCLA Choir on Sunday, April 17th.  Please complete the form found on the state website and submit by April 1st.

( Runners
· If you have responsible students attending that won’t be competing in STAR Events, consider signing them up to serve as a runner. They would be scheduled to pick-up paperwork for a 2-3 hour time period. 

(Adviser Responsibilities 
(  Make sure all delegates attending have paid state and national dues by March 1st. 

(  Share the conduct policies and procedures with chapter members and administrative

      personnel. (Found on the website.)
(  Collect Parent Approval Form, Student Authorization Form, and Medical Release

      Form from all participants. Bring them with you to State Meeting in case of an

            emergency. (Found on the website.) Please do NOT send any of these forms to the

            State Office. 

(  Review with students and parents information about National Leadership Meeting.

      Make the appropriate designation on the State Meeting Registration Form regarding

      their interest in going to National Meeting. 

(  SAVE a copy of all forms sent for registration.  E-mail all registrations that are sent

 snail mail.

(  Each adviser will serve as a room consultant. Please check the entire schedule when

      it arrives because you might be working with more than one room. 

(   As a room consultant, you will need the following items at state meeting: 

· A minimum of one student who will serve as doorkeeper and/or timekeeper. 

· Stop Watch – Please NO regular watches for timing events 

· Easel – if the event you are in charge of requires one 

· Paper Clips 

· Red or bright colored pen AND a Black pen
